Abstract. The purpose of this article is to show how the concept of the remnant of Israel
was studied in the book of Isaiah. The article analyzed the researches devoted to the study of this
theme. The works were reviewed in chronological order.As a result of the analysis, the main provi-
sions of the presented works were identified and their contribution to the study of this theme was
determined. In the conclusions of the article the key theses of the research were formed, which
show that the motif of the remnant holds a important place in the theology of the book of Isa-
iah, being a bridge between the themes of judgment and salvation. This motif is also closely re-
lated to the concept of the Messiah, who is often shown in the book of Isaiah as a remnant, which
makes it possible to speak of the Messiah as a personified remnant.
